In very stern words, John records warning from God about tolerating too 
much. In our day, tolerance is seen as the greatest virtue, and yet there is 
clearly a balance that must be struck in order to maintain strong        
convictions, yet be accepting and loving toward people. Thyatira is a 
warning against becoming too tolerant, a vice that we could fall prey to as 
well.
